School as a Tool: Implementing the Sustainable School Protocol

1)Establishing a green team consisting of at least students, parents, community stakeholders, teachers, and
staff that will be responsible for:

*Coordinating and integrating the sustainable schools elements such as environmental (built and natural)
curriculum including recycling, EPA's “Tools for Schools”
*Organizing and directing activities at the school such as creating a kiosk, contributing to a website

about sustainable schools and facilitating communication among the whole school community
2) Adopt an Environmental Vision Statement

3) Conduct a School Environmental Survey
4) Create a Green School Action Plan
